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INSTRUCTIONS TO THE AUTHORS
In order to be published in the journal Applied Psychology (Primenjena psihologija) there should be submitted exclusively original papers that neither have already been printed nor simultaneously submitted for publication elsewhere. The journal publishes empirical and review papers. The review paper should include original, detailed and critical view of the research problem or the field in which the author has made a contribution, which is visible on the basis of self-quotations. The papers which are not prepared according to these instructions will not be reviewed. Manuscripts should be sent exclusively by electronic mail to the following address:

The journal shall publish papers in Serbian and related languages of the former Serbo-Croatian-speaking countries, as well as in English. If the paper is not in Serbian, the author's obligation is to proofread it. In the case of a language related to Serbian, the Editorial Board reserves the right to adjust some terms to Serbian language in order to provide better understanding of the text. All proposed amendments shall be submitted to the authors for review and approval.
The authors must indicate in the e-mail that they agree with the ethical standards of publishing in a journal, i.e. that they take responsibility for the ethical conduct of their research, and for obtaining licenses for the legal use of questionnaires and software in the paper. The Editorial Board reserves the right to ask to see licenses for translation, use, and modification of instruments and software. Prior to submission of the paper, the authors are referred to the  checklist for the authors.

Reviews and publishing. All the papers will be reviewed anonymously by two reviewers. On the basis of the received reviews, the Editorial Board brings one of the following decisions about the manuscript: A - acceptance, B – acceptance after minor corrections, C - refusal with the suggestion to correct the paper to a great extent and resend, or D - rejection. The Editorial Board informs the author on the decision in a written form. If the author resubmits the corrected paper, he/she is required to respond to all suggestions sent by reviewers in the review form.

Format of the paper. The paper shall be written in the text processor Microsoft Word, A4 page format, font Times New Roman (12 font size), in Latin script, line spacing 1.5, margins 2.54 cm (applies to all the margins). The paper length shall be maximum 30,000 characters without references and attachments. The journal publishes brief communications, which should not exceed 5,000 characters including spaces (without references and attachments). 
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Page numbers should be written in the upper right corner, along with a header that contains the abbreviated title of the paper (i.e. running head), written in capital letters, without the author's name. The header must have less than 50 characters. Pagination should start from the first page.

The paper should be structured according to IMRAD format and the 6th edition of APA Publication Manual. Accordingly, the paper shall contain the following sections: Abstract with key words, Introduction, Methods, Results, Discussion, Conclusion (optional), References,

Attachments (optional), as well as the title and the abstract with key words in English.

Front page. The title should be as concise as possible and sufficiently precise as well. APA Standards recommend that the title should not contain more than 15 words. If the paper reports on an instrument that is not generally known to a wider scientific and professional public, the full name of the instrument, and not just its abbreviation, shall be written in the title of the paper. If the paper is written as a result of a project, the title of the paper should be followed by a footnote containing the name of the project sponsor and the project number. If parts of the results have already been presented at a conference, the footnote should contain information about the conference. The title is followed by the names of the authors and their affiliations.

After the authors’ names, there should be written a footnote containing the authors’ e-mail addresses for correspondence. The title of the paper, the authors' names and affiliations
shall be written on the first page, without the remaining text. The title of the paper shall be written again at the beginning of the introductory part of the main text, and then the abstract follows.

Abstact. Abstract should be up to 250 words maximum. Key words (five key words maximum) shall be written at the end of the abstract. If the paper is in Serbian, it is necessary to attach the title, abstract and key words in the English language. If the paper is in English, it is advisable to attach a longer summary (up to 2 pages) in Serbian language. Summary does not contain references, unless it is necessary.

The section titles. The section titles (Method, Results, etc.) shall be written in bold, Sentence case (capitalized), centered. Subheadings shall be written in bold, aligned to the left in the Sentence case. The first subheadings stand on the margins, while subordinated subheadings are

written retracted (bold as well, in Sentence case, with full stop at the end). The fourth level titles are formatted in the same way, and in italics.
The names of the instruments shall be written as subordinated subheadings under the section

Instruments, i.e. retracted, bold, in the Sentence case, with full stop at the end. The reference for the instrument is a part of this subheading. For example:

Quotations. Every quotation that is taken directly from the text, regardless of its length, should be followed by its reference with the page number. For any quotation longer than 350 characters, the author must have written permission of the copyright owner, which shall be enclosed.

Tables. Tables and charts should be made either in Word or another Word-compatible format. Tables and charts from statistical packages should be transferred to Word. The same data should not be displayed both in tables and charts at the same time. Data that are already given in a table or a chart should not be repeated in the text.

Every table shall be marked with a number and an appropriate name. The number of the table should be written in small letters, and the name of the table should be written in the next line in italics. The number and the name of the table shall be written above the table, aligned to the left. Tables must not contain vertical lines. The rows of the table should not be separated with lines, while the table header must be separated with line from other rows. The horizontal lines are allowed within the header itself, if it contributes to the transparency of the table. Values in the tables should be written in the center of the column, with decimal places positioned with the left tab.

Charts and images. Images shall be sent in electronic form with resolution of minimum

300 dpi. Printing of the journal is black and white, and therefore the authors are required to adapt tables, charts and images in black and white print. If the illustration from printing source is used in the paper, it is necessary to obtain a written permission of the copyright owner. Name of the image should be displayed below the image after the tag of the ordinal number. or example:

Image 1. Schwartz’s model of universal human values
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Results of statistical data processing. Results of statistical tests should be given in the following form: F(1, 9) = 25.35, p < .001 and similarly for the other tests (e.g. χ²(5, N = 454) = 5.311, p > .10 ili t(452) = 2.06, p < .05). A smaller number of conventional p levels should be specified (.05, .01 or .001). If the number is theoretically smaller than the number one (for example, α, r, load in the factor analysis, p level of and the like.), zero should not be written in front of the decimal point. As a rule, the names and designations of statistical tests should be written in italics, unless it is a Greek symbol, which should not be written in italics.

Decimal numbers. Taking into account the statistical conventions, decimal numbers should be written with a decimal point. All decimal notations should be rounded to two decimal places, except when the fit indicators, p level of significance, etc. are indicated, since there the information of differences on the third decimal place is significant.

Specifying references in the text. Names of foreign authors should be written in the original, e.g. Dimanche (1990), or in the case form, when necessary, e.g. Dimanchea (Dimanche, 1990), followed by the the reference in brackets

If the reference has two authors, both of them shall be mentioned in the text, e.g. (Costa & McCrae, 1992). If it is a domestic reference, ‘i’ shall be written instead of the symbol ‘&’, e.g. (Jovanović i Petrović, 2011).

If the paper has 3 to 5 authors, the first citation refers to surnames of all of them, while the later citations shall state only a surname of the first author and the abbreviation ‘et al.’ for foreign references, or ‘i sar.’ for domestic ones. For example, in English, the first citation should have the following form (Roberts, Bogg, Walton, Chernyshenko, & Stark, 2004), and the later citation should be as follows (Roberts et al., 2004). In Serbian, the first citation shall have the following form (Novović, Biro i Nedimović, 2011), and the later ones should be as follows (Novović i sar., 2011).

If the first author is the same for two papers from the same year, while the other authors are different, then there shall be cited as many names of the authors as it is necessary in order to clearly distinguish references in the text. For example, references (Black, White, Brown, & Green, 1991) and (Black, Brown, White, & Green, 1991) have the same both the first author and the year of publishing. In such case, the references shall be cited in the text as follows (Black, White, et al., 1991) and (Black, Brown, et al., 1991).
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If the paper has six or more authors, the text contains only the surname of the first author and the abbreviation ‘et al’ or ‘i sar’.

List of references. The list of references includes only the references stated in the paper by the author, in alphabetical order by the author's surnames. If the paper contains several references which first author is the same, there should be first cited references in which this author is the sole author, in ascending order based on the year of publication, and then there should be cited references based on the alphabetical order of the first letter of the surname of the second author (if there are co-authors). If there are cited several references of the same author in the same year, the years should be attached to letters a, b, c, e.g. (1995a), (1995b).

Monographs (books). Bibliography unit of a book shall contain the surname and initials of the author, the year of publication, title of the book (italic), place of publishing, and the publisher, as follows:

Pantić, D. (1990). Promene vrednosnih orijentacija mladih u Srbiji. Beograd: Institut društvenih nauka.

[P Pantić, D. (1990). Changes of value orientations of the young people in Serbia.
Belgrade: Institute of Social Sciences]

Titles of books in English are written in the Sentence case also in italics. If the title of the book has a subtitle, it shall start with a capital letter.

Proceedings. If the cited reference is the proceedings of papers as a whole, the reference shall have the following form:

Biro, M., Smederevac, S. i Novović, Z. (Ur.) (2010). Procena psiholoških i psihopatoloških fenomena. Beograd: Centar za primenjenu psihologiju.

[Biro, M., Smederevac, S. and Novović, Z. (Ur.) (2010). Assessment of psychological and psychopathological phenomena. Belgrade: Center for applied psychology]

A chapter in a book or in the proceedings of papers shall be written as follows:

Day, R. L. (1988). Measuring preferences. In R. Ferber (Ed.), Handbook of marketing research (pp. 112-189). New York: McGraw-Hill.

The titles of foreign books and proceedings of papers shall be written in the Sentence case, with an initial capital letter and the other small letters. If the book has a subtitle, it shall be separated from the title with colon, and written with a capital letter. If the proceedings of
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papers have only one editor, a singular form Ed. shall be written instead of Eds. In the local references of this type, the abbreviation ‘Ur’ stands for Ed. or Eds., while ‘U’ stands for ‘In’.

A paper in a journal shall contain surnames and initials of the authors, the year of publishing written in brackets, title of the paper, full name of the journal (in italics), volume (in italics) and pages, as follows:

Tenjović, L. i Smederevac, S. (2011). Mala reforma u statističkoj analizi podataka u psihologiji: malo p nije dovoljno, potrebna je i veličina efekta. Primenjena psihologija, 4, 317-333.

Dweck,  C.  S.,  &  John,  A.  T.  (1986).  Motivational processes affecting learning.

American Psychologist, 41, 1040-1048.

Titles of the papers shall be written in the Sentence case, where only the initial letter of the first word is capitalized. Titles of journals in the English language are written in a way that all the first letters of all words except conjunctions are capitalized. Comma shall be written after the author's surname, and after the initials (if there are more initials of the names, comma is placed after all the initials together and not after each of them, respectively). In the domestic references, the symbol "&" should be replaced with the conjunction "i". If all issues of the journal in one volume are paged consecutively, the issue of the journal shall not be written. If each issue of the journal is paged separately within the volume, the reference shall contain an issue of the journal as well, as follows:

Dweck,  C.  S.,  &  John,  A.  T.  (1986).  Motivational processes affecting learning.

American Psychologist, 41(2), 26-37.

The reference of the paper published in a journal that is published exclusively in the electronic form has the same elements as the reference of the paper in the printed journal. However, after the number of pages, there shall be written "Retrieved from" (for domestic references "Preuzeto sa") and web address, as follows:

Sillick, T. J., & Schutte, N. S. (2006). Emotional intelligence and self-esteem mediate between perceived early parental love and adult happiness. E-Journal of Applied Psychology, 2(2), 38-48. Retrieved from  http://ojs.lib.swin.edu.au/index.php/ejap
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In the case of a web-document or a web-page, there are written the authors’ names, the year

of publishing, title of the document (in italics), date when the site was visited, and internet

address of the website, as follows:

Degelman, D. (2000). APA Style Essentials. Retrieved May 18, 2000 from:  http://www.vanguard.edu/psychology/apa.pdf

Introducing references of unpublished papers (i.e. summaries from scientific conferences,

manuscripts, etc.) is not allowed. If such reference is necessary, there should be stated as

complete data as possible, as in the following example:

Smederevac, S. (2000). Istraživanje faktorske strukture ličnosti na osnovu leksičkih opisa ličnosti u srpskom jeziku (Nepublikovana doktorska disertacija). Filozofski fakultet, Univerzitet u Novom Sadu, Novi Sad.

[Smederevac, S. (2000). Research of the factor personality structure based on the lexical description of personality in Serbian language (Unpublished doctoral dissertation). Faculty of Philosophy, University of Novi Sad, Novi Sad.]

Translation of references. If the paper written in English and submitted for review contains

cited references in Serbian, it is necessary to provide the English translation of the cited titles

in square brackets, as follows:

Padejski, N. i Biro, M. (2014). Faktori vulnerabilnosti za postraumatski stresni poremećaj kod žrtava partnerskog nasilja [Vulnerability factors for posttraumatic stress disorder in victims of intimate partner violence]. Primenjena psihologija, 7, 63-85.

Attachments. The attachments should include only those descriptions of materials that would

be useful for readers to understand, evaluate, or revise the research.

Footnotes and abbreviations. Footnotes shall be avoided. Abbreviations shall be avoided as

well, except for extremely common ones. Abbreviations which are listed in tables and images

shall be explained. Explanations (a legend) shall be given below tables or images.
